The Story of Bottled Water

Accommodations: Special Education students are paired with stronger academic students when in small groups or Special Education students are assigned a less intensive topic for discussion research.

Objectives:
TSWBAT (the students will be able to):
1. Identify the need to end our dependence on bottled water. 
2. Identify the environmental impact of using so many plastic water bottles.
3. Evaluate various options to use instead of bottled water.
4. Brainstorm ways that states can limit usage of bottled water.

Materials Needed:
1. Teacher computer
2. Projector
3. Projector screen or Smart board
4. Student laptops or handouts of ‘What You Can Do’ topics

Method:
1. Teacher will ask students how many of them have a plastic bottle of water with them in school or have already had one for the day and recycled or thrown away the bottle. Teacher will ask students if they drink tap water at home or if they always drink bottled water. Do they know why?
2. Students will offer pros and cons of what they know about drinking bottled water vs. drinking tap water.
3. Teacher will show the video ‘The Story of Bottled Water’ with Annie Leonard from the site, http://www.storyofstuff.com/
4. After the video, the teacher will click on, ‘What You Can Do’.
5. The class will be divided into six groups and each group will be assigned a topic. If students do not have computers, teacher will hand each group a printout of the information for their topic.
6. Groups will read the information and be ready to summarize it for the class, adding any personal actions that they may already be taking at home.

Learning Outcomes:
1. Students will realize the environmental affect of using disposable plastic water bottles.
2. Students will recognize the need for change and that it begins with just one person.
3. Students will see their roles as consumers and recognize the power they hold to change buying habits.
